Current fence language in the Heritage Village Covenants

No wall or fence except a decorative wood, stone or brick fence not exceeding six feet in height measured from the adjoining ground surface inside the fence, may be erected or maintained on any Lot, except in connection with recreational facilities.  Any rock retaining walls shall be maintained by the Owner of the property below the walls.  Boundary planting along any lot lines, except trees with single trunks, shall not be permitted to grow higher than six (6) feet.  No walls, fences or hedges will be permitted on the street frontage within fifteen (15) feet of front property line, except for needed retaining walls.  On corner Lots, no walls, fences or hedges will be permitted within fifteen (15) feet of the property line as measured to either street, except for required retaining walls.


Fence guidelines to supplement existing language in the Heritage Village Covenants

Materials

A variety of fence/wall materials may be used in Heritage Village including wood, TREX or other composite material, stone, and brick.  

Fences may be constructed of untreated wood (typically cedar).  No ACQ-treated or “green wood” should been utilized.  

Composite materials are allowed in limited circumstances.  TREX Seclusion® fencing (Saddle color only) may be installed if a 6 foot privacy fence is desired (See Diagram 1).  Other composite material fences may be approved upon a detailed review by the Heritage Village Architectural Committee.

Diagram 1
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Metal posts are allowed in order to improve overall fence strength and longevity.  The metal post must be completely concealed by wood paneling consistent with the style of the rest of the fence (see Diagram 2).

Diagram 2
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Stone and brick walls are allowed and should be designed to complement existing landscaping and house.

Style

The following style of fences are typical of Heritage Village.

Dog-eared Privacy Fence 
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Capped Privacy Fence
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Rail Fence
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Rail fences are permitted.  Wire mesh to contain pets or small children is also allowed, but in no case shall the wire mesh protrude above the top rail.  

Height

Fences are limited to a maximum of six feet in height.  Solid fences are limited to six feet high.  Rail fences shall not have a top rail higher than three feet above the ground.  All fence heights (except rail fences) should be tapered to adjoining fences of different heights (see Diagram 3).

Diagram 3
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Location

Fences are limited to the rear and side yards and should not extend into the front yards.  Fences shall not exceed beyond the front set-back line or front of the house or garage, whichever is furthest from the street.  In the case where houses of the adjacent home lot owners are different distances from the front street, the common side lot fence may extend to the front of the house or garage nearest the street.

Frames

Fence frames must face inward on all fences that face a street or common area.  If you are the first adjoining neighbors to install a fence, the frames must face inward unless you have written approval by all adjoining neighbors.  

“Good Neighbor” or Shadow Box (see Diagram 4) fences offer an alternative to the traditional fence where rails either face inward or outward.  This type of fence may be used for fences that cannot be seen from the street or common areas such as a fence along the rear property line.

Diagram 4
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Paint / Stain

No fence shall be painted.  The stain should be “water clear” so as not to materially alter the original color of the wood.

Approval

All fences must be approved by the Heritage Village Architecture Committee prior to work commencing.  It is also suggested that all affected neighbors be notified of the new or replacement fence.
